Open to all thoroughbreds unraced and raced, any age, minor blemishes allowed. This class is affiliated to Royal London Show London Show 

Class 3:
Novice Rider – Walk/Trot Only. Open to any age rider Combination who wants to gain confidence in a ridden class.
Class 4:
The CHAPS (UK) Ridden Veteran Qualifier (may split Native/Non Native Horse – Pony if sufficient entries). Any height, exhibits exceeding 15 years of age.
Class 5:
***NEW*** Adults on Pony Ridden Class. Open to any pony 14.2 hh & under with a rider over 17 years). Kindly sponsored by Snapper Stud Class 5:
Novice Horse - Open to any type.  Horse to be within their 1st year of competition.
Class 6:
Ridden Novice Horse/Pony. Open to age, type.  Horse to be within their 1st year of competition 
Class 7:
Most Promising Ridden Combination. Open to any type horse/pony 7 years & under.  

Class 8: 
The CHAPS (UK) Open In-hand Qualifier (may split Native/Non and Native Horse/Pony if sufficient entries) Any height, any age.  
Class RV:
Ridden Veteran. Open to horses and ponies any breed or height aged 15 years and over. This class is affiliated to 15+ Horse & Pony Events and Royal London Show
Class 9:
Ridden Cob, Maxi Cob, and Heavy (pure or part bred). This class is affiliated to Royal London Show & Equifest 

Class 10:
The CHAPS (UK) Sports Horse/Pony Ridden Qualifier (may split Native/Non Native - Horse/Pony if sufficient entries).Any height, any age exhibit exceeding 4 yrs. 
Class 11:
Ridden Mountain & Moorland purebred (may be split if sufficient entries). Open to M & M horses and ponies any breed or height registered with their respective Pure Bred Societies. This class is also affiliated to Royal London Show & Equifest .
Class 12:
The CHAPS (UK) Side Saddle Qualifier 
Any height, any age exceeding 4 yrs.. 
Class 13:
Ridden Hunter/Sports Horse.  This class is affiliated to Royal London Show 
Class 14: 
Ridden Foreign Pure Breed or Part Breeds. Stallion, mare or gelding exceeding 4 years or over.  Exhibits in this section must be registered in the Part Bred section of their respective Breed Society.  Pure Breed affiliated to Royal London Show & Part Breed affiliated to Equifest 

Class 15:
The CHAPS (UK) Open Ridden Qualifier/BSPS Winter Restricted Qualifier (may split Native/Non Native if sufficient entries)Any height, any age exceeding 4 yrs. 
Rules for 2016/2017 Qualifiers - BSPS Winter  Restricted Qualifiers.
The Championship Finals will be held at the BSPS Winter Championship Show 2017, to be held 14th – 16th April For full rulings and information on competition/qualification, please refer to the CHAPS (UK) Members’ Handbook; or visit www.chapsuk.com for rulings. All stallions entering  must be graded (UK). All stallions must wear Stallion ID Discs in the ring. The relevant box on the qualification card must be signed for the qualification to be valid on a 2017 qualifier card.  BOTH THE OWNER AND THE RIDER OF ANY EXHIBIT NEED NOT BE FULLY PAID-UP MEMBERS OF CHAPS (UK) AT THE TIME OF COMPETITION, NOR MUST THE ANIMAL BE REGISTERED; BUT TO VALIDATE THE QUALIFICATION, BOTH MEMBERSHIP AND REGISTRATION MUST BE IN PLACE WITH CHAPS (UK) AT THE TIME OF ENTERING THE RELEVANT YEARS’ FINALS AND BOTH SECTIONS OF THE QUALIFIER CARD MUST BE  RETURNED AS PER THE INSTRUCTIONS ON THE CARD. Class 20:
In-Hand Foreign Pure Breed or Part Breeds. Stallion, mare or gelding exceeding 4 years or over.  Exhibits in this section must be registered in the Part Bred section of their respective Breed Society.  Pure Breed affiliated to Royal London Show
Class 21:
Novice Handler.  Open to handler of any age wanting to gain confidence/experience as a handler.  Open to age, type.  Handler to be within their 1st year of competition 

Class 22:
Young stock. Open to any horse under 4 years of age, any type. Colts 2 years and over must be suitably bitted and lead by a competent hander).May split into ages if sufficient entries.

Class 23:
In-Hand Cob, Maxi Cob, Heavy or Draft Horse (pure or part bred). This class is affiliated to Royal London Show.

Class 24:
Prettiest Mare (Can be shown in hand/lead rein/Ridden walk trot only, no individual show)

Class 25:
Handsome Gelding(Can be shown in hand/lead rein/Ridden walk trot only, no individual show)

Class 26:
Horse/Pony the Judge would most like to take home (Can be shown in hand/lead rein/Ridden walk trot only, no individual show)

Class 27: 
In-Hand Novice Horse/Pony.  Open to age, type.  Horse to be within their 1st year of competition

Class 28:
Lead Rein Pony. Riders not to have attained their 10th birthday.  To be lead by an attendant and shown in a snaffle bridle.  Lead rein to be attached to noseband only.  This class is affiliated to Royal London Show & Equifest.

In-Hand Thoroughbred (raced or unraced)

Open to all thoroughbreds unraced and raced, any age, minor blemishes allowed. This class is affiliated to Royal London Show London Show

Children’s Ridden Equitation Class (may be split subject to ages/sizes of exhibits entered, at judge’s discretion)

In-Hand Mountain & Moorland purebred (may be split if sufficient entries). Open to M & M horses and ponies any breed or height registered with their respective Pure Bred Societies. This class is also affiliated to Royal London Show & Equifest

1. The organisers will not be responsible for any loss, damage or injury to persons, animals or property.

2. All animals entered must be of good health and have appropriate up to date vaccinations All horses should be fully vaccinated against influenza & tetanus alongside effective worm control to minimise risk of cross infection and to protect your animal for exposure.  If you unsure about the health of your animal please ring us before travelling.
3. The organisers reserve the right to ask any competitor to leave the field if they feel any animal is unfit to compete or being unfairly treated.

4. It is compulsory for horses to have Public Liability Insurance to attend this show.

5. Keep all horses in WALK everywhere on the show field/grounds unless in showing rings or warm up area.  No galloping in warm up areas Lead rein ponies are to be shown in a snaffle bridle with the lead rein attached to the noseband only.

6. All persons must observe separate spectator or horse only zones.  Spectators are not permitted in horse only areas. Grooms must be wear helmets and enter horse only areas at their own risk.

7. All travelling horses and ponies should have a valid passport with them in the event of an inspection.  

8. The organiser reserves the right to cancel, alter, amend, split or amalgamate classes according to entries and circumstances.

9. All competitors should consider carefully the classes they enter.  The organisers will not accept responsibility for any clashes and no refunds/swap of classes will be given under any circumstances whatsoever.
10. It is the responsibility of the competitors to be at the ring on time.

11. No person will enter any ring or enclosure unless required to do so to compete or at the specific request of the ring judge.

12. No spurs to be worn by any junior rider (16 years & under).

13. Stallions & colt (two years old and over) must be suitable bitted and led by a handler who is competent and able to keep control at all times.

14. All horses/ponies competing in ridden classes to be 4 years old or over.

15. Age of rider/handler is as that on the date of the show.  Age of the horse is that as of 1st January

16. The judge’s decision is final. THE JUDGE’S DECISION IS FINAL. Anyone acting discourteously to any judge/steward/organiser will be asked to leave the grounds.
17. Any person (competing or visiting) behaving inappropriately will be asked to leave and will be disqualified.

18. Fall of horse or rider will result in elimination from the class.  No refunds will be made.
19. Hard hats to current BSI standards must be worn by all handlers aged 14 years and under in the in-hand classes and at all times when mounted, irrespective of age.  Chin straps must be fastened. And purpose made riding boots at all times when mounted.
20. Participants do so at their own risk and confirm by entering the show that they are fit to do so. Any incident, accidents or injuries must be reported to the 1st aider or show secretary at the 1st opportunity.

21. All persons must be vigilant of vehicles and animals moving round the show field and should abide by the spectator/horse/dog only zones at all times.

22. Dogs must be kept on a lead and under control at all times and any faeces must be responsibility cleaned up immediately and appropriately disposed of.  Please do not bring dogs that may pose a threat to other persons or animals.  Vaccinations & worming must be up to date.

23. Horses/ponies/dogs must be supervised at all times.  Horses/ponies not to be left tied to vehicles including horseboxes unattended.
24. Rubbish must be placed in the bins provided or removed from the show field.

25. Vehicles must not be mucked out on the show field or any part of the farm.

26. Smoking is prohibited within the grounds. There is a designated smoking area on the drive to the venue.  Dispose cigarettes responsibility using the sand bucket provided.

27. Children under the age of 16 years must be supervised by an adult at all times.

28. Any complaints must be lodged, in writing, with the show secretary within 30 minutes of the close of the class.  A deposit of £25 must be left which will be returned if the complaint is upheld.
